From Chicago:

Seek out |-294 (Tri-State Tollway) and head northbound

Avenue to the east. Follow 41 southbound to Oshkosh.
The fifth Oshkosh exit [Exit #116] is Wis. Hwy. 44. Take
this exit and go to the right. Take 44 for 16 miles (as you
go through Pickett, stop for a great ice cream cone at the omare | 1N\ cheaso
PC Convenience Store) and then you arrive in Ripon! *
